We made significant changes to the packaging for thermal media kits which will begin appearing on the
ANZ market in 2022 with the ARL logo. Two of the Items reviewed for the SPG Criteria will be sold for the
first time in 2022.

Describe any opportunities or constraints that affected performance within your chosen reporting period

We moved some production from China to the USA such we had to recertify some materials.

During 2021 our Packaging Design Team worked on a feasibility study to reduce the amount of bubble-
wrap bags for the D4000/D4600 and 305 media. When both are launched in ANZ this year (2022), the mass
of the bags will be reduced to 4.47g from 7.54g and there are 2 bags in each kit. These should be high sales
items.

APCO Action Plan Commitments

Criteria 1.

Governance & Strategy:

This criteria considers actions to integrate packaging sustainability into business strategies.

. Develop a strategy that includes goals (objectives) and targets for packaging sustainability that
addresses the Sustainable Packaging Guidelines (SPGs) or equivalent.

o Have our executive or board of directors review our strategy and have the strategy integrated within
our business processes.

o Regularly communicate and promote packaging sustainability objectives and targets within our
organisation.

o Actively participate in initiatives to promote packaging sustainability outside of our organisation.
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Criteria 2:

Design & Procurement:

This criteria considers actions taken to ensure that sustainability principles are considered in the design or
procurement of both new and existing packaging through use of the Sustainable Packaging Guidelines (SPGs).

. Review 50% of our packaging against the Sustainable Packaging Guidelines (or equivalent).
o Improve the accuracy of our data regarding reviews of packaging using the Sustainable Packaging
Guidelines (or equivalent).
o Incorporate the Sustainable Packaging Guidelines (or equivalent) into procurement processes.
o Consider the following Sustainable Packaging Principles in our packaging reviews:
o Design for recovery
o Eliminate hazardous materials
o Use of renewable materials
o Use recycled materials
o Design for transport efficiency
o Provide consumer information on environmental sustainability
o 2% of our packaging to be optimised for material efficiency.
o Improve the accuracy of our data regarding packaging material efficiency.

Criteria 3:

Recycled Content:

This criteria considers actions taken to increase or optimise the amount of recycled material used by your
organisation.

o Develop a policy or procedure to buy products and/or packaging made from recycled materials.
o Use recycled content in:
o Our products
o Primary packaging that we use to sell our products
o Secondary packaging that we use to sell our products
o Tertiary packaging that we use to sell our products
o Other items which we purchase (e.g. office stationary and suppliers etc.)
o 50% of our packaging to be made using some level of recycled material
o Improve the accuracy of our data regarding use of recycled materials.

Criteria 4:
Recoverability:

This criteria considers actions taken to improve the recovery of packaging at end-of-life and increase use of
reusable packaging.

o 50% of our packaging to be designed to have all packaging components be recoverable at end-of-life.
o Improve the accuracy of our data regarding recoverability.
o Use PREP to assess the recyclability of our packaging through kerbside collection in Australia and/or
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New Zealand.

o Investigate opportunities to use reusable packaging.
o Improve the accuracy of our data regarding reuse.
Criteria 5:
Disposal Labelling:

This criteria considers the extent to which packaging has been labelled to help consumers determine what to do
with packaging at end-of-life.

. 2% of our packaging to have on-pack labelling to inform correct disposal.
o Improve the accuracy of our data regarding labelling.

Criteria 6:
On-site Waste:

This criteria considers progress in increasing the amount of on-site solid waste being diverted from landfill.

o Have recycling programs for the following materials:
o Paper/cardboard
o Soft plastics
o Rigid plastics
o Glass
o Metals
o Our Office in Melbourne has separate recycling for packaging and other materials and we
participate in recycling schemes.
o Aim for 80% of our on-site waste to be diverted from landfill.
o Improve the accuracy of our data regarding on-site waste.

Criteria 7:

Problematic Materials:

This criteria considers the extent to which organisations are actively phasing out problematic and unnecessary
single-use plastic packaging and preventing/reducing litter.

. Help reduce litter by:
o Our Offices have been closed for some time. However, the Melbourne Site is co-occupied
and we all work together to reduce litter and have efficient waste segregation.
. Phase-out the following problematic and unnecessary single-use plastic items:
o Lightweight plastic shopping bags
o Fragmentable (e.g. oxo-degradable) plastics
o Expanded polystyrene (EPS) packaging for food and beverage service or retail fresh produce
o EPS loose fill packaging
o Moulded EPS packaging for white/brown goods or electronics
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o Rigid polyvinyl chloride (PVC) packaging

o Rigid polystyrene (PS) packaging

o Opaque polyethylene terephthalate (PET) bottles
o Rigid plastic packaging with carbon black
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
